Streets and Environment Scrutiny Sub-Committee Recommendations

Village Style Waste Management and Street Cleaning (A08/16)

e It should do more to remind staff of how visible they are on duty and that
innocent activity (standing and talking during breaks) while wearing work uniform
can be misconstrued as inactivity by the public.

e |t considers how residents can be involved in designing the sessions of the
Village forums rather than be presented with a fixed programme.

e |t explores how technology could be used to help Veolia staff to identify where
street champions live in order to promote closer working and feedback.

At its meeting on 1 March 2016, the Streets and Environment resolved to
recommend to Cabinet:

1. To recommend to Cabinet that all non-commercially sensitive information
captured within the Dashboard be published on the Council website.

2. Torecommend to Cabinet that a public engagement strategy is created and
not to rely solely on general communications with stakeholders.

3. Torecommend to Cabinet that it review and update the Public Realm Design
Guide.

4. Torecommend to Cabinet that the Public Realm Design Guide be adopted as
a supplementary planning document.
