5.        Application for a Premises Licence: La Pizzeria, 352 Purley Way, 
Croydon, CR0 4NY

The Licensing Sub-Committee considered the Application for a Premises 
Licence at La Pizzeria, 352 Purley Way, Croydon, CR0 4NY and the 
representations received as contained in the report of the Executive 
Director ‘Place’.
